Objective
To ensure all mobile plant or equipment entering or performing work on Stanwell Corporation Limited (SCL) owned or controlled sites is “Fit for Purpose”.  This includes ensuring:

· all inspections (required by the Workplace Health and Safety Act and Electrical Safety Act & Regulation) have been carried out

· all Safety Systems are operating

· Log Books have been accurately maintained

· all defects have been rectified, prior to the performance of any work 

Scope

This Procedure covers all non-SCL owned Mobile Plant and equipment entering or performing work on SCL owned or controlled sites. SCL owned mobile plant and equipment is covered by routine inspections and maintenance including pre-start checks.

Definitions
Mobile Plant:  Includes cranes, elevated work platforms (EWP’s) & scissor lifts, trucks, forklifts, backhoes, excavators/trenchers, graders, dozers, tractors, skid steer loaders and bobcats, and trailers. 

Equipment:  Described as registrable plant in Queensland Workplace Health and Safety Regulation 1997 (Schedule 3), not owned by SCL, intended to be used in the interest of Stanwell Corporation Limited (SCL) and lifting components as identified in Appendix ‘A’ of AS 1666.2 Wire Rope Slings Part 2: Care and Use.

Ticketed Operators:  Personnel who hold a current Operators Ticket, issued by the Department of Occupational Health & Safety, for mobile plant or equipment.

Portable Equipment:  Equipment which moves whilst in operation, or an appliance that can be easily moved from one place to another while connected to the power supply.

Responsibilities
The Owners of the Mobile Plant and Equipment must provide:

· documentary evidence of compliance.  Typically this includes records of current inspections (required by the Workplace Health and Safety Act), accurately maintained Log Books, Operations and Maintenance Manuals and / or Maintenance Records.
· evidence that all defects recorded in Log Books or Maintenance Records have been rectified for checking.
The SCL person responsible for the use of specific Mobile Plant and Equipment must:

· ensure the “Mobile Plant And Equipment – Access to Site Checklist” (available via the SCL Templates Menu is completed, preferably by the supplier.

· sign the Checklist attached to the “Mobile Plant and Equipment – Access to Site Checklist” (available via the SCL Templates Menu) prior to the machine performing work. It is the intent of this procedure that the supplier/owner of the equipment fills in this checklist at the time of handing over or use of the equipment.

· perform suitable verification checks to ensure the supplier has supplied and completed items indicated on the Checklist. At Stanwell Power Station (SPS) the Security Contractor must be notified by email, that this check has been completed, to allow access (of the specified equipment) to site.  

Actions
Mobile Plant and Equipment is not permitted onto SCL sites unless it complies with the relevant Australian Standards and any relevant site policies.

Standards include:

AS 2550.1 2002:  Cranes Hoists and Winches- Safe use Part 1 General Requirements

AS 2550.10 – 1994:  Elevated Work Platforms and Scissor Lifts

AS 2359.2 – 1985:  Industrial Trucks (Fork Lifts)

AS 2359.1 – 1995:  Powered Industrial trucks  - General requirements.

Corporate Policies include:

POL-SCL-H&S1783:  Corporate Standard Forklifts

POL-SCL-H&S1796:  Corporate Standard Lifting Equipment

POL-SCL-H&S1806:  Corporate Standard Earthmoving Equipment

POL-SCL-H&S1780:  Corporate Standard Elevated Work Platforms

Where possible all hire Mobile Plant and Equipment will be supplied by a Preferred Supplier under a long-term contract. The contract will be for an extended period (five years) to allow the supplier to invest in equipment that meets SCL requirements. The performance of the supplier will then be reviewed annually against agreed performance criteria.

Because of the less generic nature of the controls and features of mobile cranes, there is to be no “dry hire” of Cranes without Station Manager approval to ensure the Operator is familiar with the controls and operation of the particular machine.

Any new Mobile Plant on site for a long-term hire must incorporate familiarisation training and testing of all Operators (including Ticketed Operators).  This will be provided by the Owners Representative and/or a nominated SCL person, prior to the Operator being approved to drive the machine.  All “dry hire” machinery must have Operations and Maintenance Manuals (or as a minimum Operator Instructions for short term hire), Pre-start Checklists and a Log Book if required, provided by the Owner.
All cranes working on SCL sites must be fitted with a Load Indicator that is visible (to the Operator) from the cabin of the crane.

All forklifts, elevated work platforms, and earthmoving equipment must comply with the relevant Corporate Standard.

The provision of some additional Mobile Plant to meet the peak demands of specific projects including Unit Outages will be the responsibility of the Principle Contractor and included in that contract.
All portable electrical equipment must be fitted with a tag on each lead by the supplier of the equipment showing a test due date and that the equipment is in test and electrically safe on hiring.  Portable electrical equipment not fitted with a current tag is not to be used on site.
